IBCA Board of Directors Meeting Minutes

August 21, 2010

The meeting was called to order by President Judy Nissly at 10:30 AM. Minutes of the previous minutes were approved as presented.  ( M/MS Sathoff and Nikkel)  all ayes.

Brent Carmichael then gave a presentation on the negative influences found in todays youth cultures and how it is sports related.    He is available for school workshops and youth presentations.  

Sec Logan presented the 2010 financial closing numbers.  A $1400  carry-over was noted .  Total IBCA resources are 44K range.   Report approved on m/ms Mayer and Sathoff . all ayes.

Sec Logan handed out and explained the new Board log-in process to the web page as well as how members can log in.  Membership cards will have log-in information on each one.

Verlan Nikkel reported on the All Star contests that are to be held March 26, 2011 at Dallas Center-Grimes High School.  Each region to have a coordinator to help name and organize the coaches and teams  Northwest Iowa still has opening.
Brian Jesse had a written report of the Boys Select teams and their summer experiences.  

BJ Mayer reported on the Girls Select teams and their successful summer.   Both mentioned the difficulty in getting players and coaches together at times during the summer.  

Sec Logan reported on the action taken by the IHSAA on the many recommendations given to them by the Advisory Committee.   Most were approved.  The two largest approvals were the 35 point mercy rule and the holding off on releasing substate parings until January 15.    The IGHSAU had not reported back to the IBCA about the status of suggestions offered to them.  

Sec Logan reported on the summer NHSBCA convention in Las Vegas., The constitution is in place and officers have been elected.  The group continues to grow and is finding much support nationally.   Next summer’s meeting will be in Indianapolis.  

Sec Logan then presented the outcomes of the Mission survey completed by most IBCA Board members last Spring.   The four highest ranked were: Represent the voice of Iowa HS Basketball at the state level,  Educate Coaches via the fall Clinic, Provide support to improve basketball at all levels, Provide recognition and awards to players and coaches for achievements.    

A report of the progress of the fall Clinic was then offered.  Speakers are being finalized in the upcoming 10 days.  The host hotel has been changed due to conflicting arrangements .  It will now be the Hilton garden Inn.  Sec Logan handed out a list of hotels that’s are offering reduced rates for attendees.   Favors were discussed as well as lunch options.  Sec Logan to work on those options.   Dom Meyer and Northern State is offering graduate credit for the clinic as well.  Forms are on the website for this.  
Spring Clinics will be held at Carroll and Benton  the Saturday of April 9 or 16.  Other sites are open for this as well, if there is a need or desire.  

The Coaches versus Cancer times are the last two weeks of January.   The National college date is the last week of January.  It is hoped that we will again work at this initiative.   Sec Logan also mentioned the all schools have the Iowa pride Challenge option this fall as well and that there is another program called “ Samaritan’s feet” that offers shoes for needy countries. This is something that would work well with the Pride Challenge.  

Agreements with Fast Model, Impact/LIDS Sports, and Basketball Times were reviewed and approved on a m/ms by Showalter and Mayer.  All Ayes.  

Secretary Logan  handed out information about the membership drive and the clinic registration.  Information included reasons to join the IBCA as well.  Directors to have this information out to their assigned schools by September 7.  

Sec Logan explained the process we are working at to become a legal non-profit entity at the Federal level.   There are numerous forms  that will need to be completed and the services of a CPA or Attorney used.  

Secretary Logan explained the NCAA approved “Showcase Events”   as they work in other states.  There will be further work on these  plans with the topic again discussed at the Spring Board meeting.  These are events that highlight underclassmen to colleges.  

Job descriptions and benefits were then discussed.  Each description needs to be edited and updated.    After discussion, a M/MS by Howell and Vanderloo to eliminate the Select team programs.  It is the feeling these have run their course and served the purpose we wanted but now are out dated and not in the realm of the desires and needs of the IBCA.  All ayes.  

Stipends and benefits are to be as follows:   At large chairs $200 for mileage for meetings, ( m/ms Gingerich and Wheatley)  Clinic Site Director $250 for services, ( m/ms Sathoff and Wiley) All Star Committee $3000 for expenses and costs,( m/ms Bjorkgren and Loos)  Asst Secretary, $2000 for services and expenses,( m/ms Betz and Walker)  Ex Secretary$10,000 for services, expenses, and mileage .( m/ms Vanderloo and Mayer) Approved on all ayes vote.
